MSc Article Topic Remarks 

MSc Chapter 10 MSc Thesis - Included the Semester 1 and Semester 2 offerings for the MSc Thesis Writing skills instead of a 
period 3 and period 6 offering. 

- Adjusted the extension period for the part-time MSc programme. 
- Referred to a (to be developed) Double Degree MSc Thesis deadlines 2022-2023 document to be 

published on the MySBE Intranet. The extensions of the MSc Thesis deadline for the Double 
Degree students will be reviewed and published around 1 July as well. 

MSc Chapter 14 Master’s study 
programmes 

Adjusted the study programme outlines to include the floating MSc Thesis Writing skill in Semester 1 
instead of period 3 and in Semester 2 instead of period 6. 

 

MAJOR CHANGES IN THE SBE MSc-EER AY22-23 

MSc Article EER Topic Remarks 

MSc 1.4 Admissions - Added a disclaimer to urge students to read the full chapter carefully 
- The total Article 1.4 has been revised, in which the general admission requirements are explained in 

article 1.4.1 up to and including 1.4.6 and for each programme in article 1.4.7 the specific 
requirements are defined, in which referrals to article 1.4.1 up to and including 1.4.6 are used.  

- The admission requirements have been specified more in line with the verdict of the CBE in 2021. 

MSc 1.4.4 Admission with a pre-
master 

Previously, it was referred that a relevant pre-master would be required to be eligible for admission. 
This is now specified to “a pre-master in a similar field of education as the Master’s programme”.  

MSc 1.4.5 Proof of Academic 
Capabilities 
GMAT/GRE 
requirements 

- The requirement for Proof of Academic Capabilities is set first, followed by the GMAT/GRE test as 
an alternative  

- For all MSc programmes, the minimum GMAT score is streamlined at 550.  
- In the streamlining, the GMAT is now applicable to MSc FE and MSc LDO as well.  
- The option to follow four SBE BSc courses to receive an exemption from the GMAT has been 

removed for all MSc programmes. 

MSc 1.4.7 Admission 
requirements 

- For each programme, the option to be admitted with a University of Applied Sciences Bachelor’s 
diploma or with a Master’s diploma have been added. This was previously not included in the EER. 

- For MSc LDO the SBE BSc programmes have been added which provide direct admission into the 
Master’s study programme, including BSc BA and BSc BE. 



- For MSc Global Supply Chain Management and Change, BSc BA has been added to provide direct 
admission into the Master’s study programme. 

- Included the announcement that the Research Masters will be adjusted. 

MSc 1.4.7.L Admission 
requirements MSc 
SSPS 

The admission requirements of MSc SSPS have been redefined with the request for a GMAT. The 
regulations for the bridging programme have been removed as this is programme is offered by an 
external party and therefore does not belong in the SBE MSc-EER. 

MSc 3.1 Learning Goals The learning goals of the Research Master’s study programmes have been include as these differ 
slightly from the learning goals of the Master’s study programmes. 

MSc 4.1 Registration courses  
and examinations 

Added a paragraph concerning the waiver option for an educational unit or an examination. 

MSc 4.15 Results Added the information as included in the syllabi of educational units to clarify the (partial) results.  

MSc 6.1 Exemption two 
specialisations MSc IB 

- In MSc IB there are three different course codes for Data Analytics (EBC4263, EBC4264 and 
EBC4265). For students following two specialisations within MSc IB with each a different course 
code for Data Analytics, the regulation is added that they are exempt from the Data Analytics 
course of their second specialisation. The same is also added for the Master’s thesis writing skills. 

- The paragraph on the exemption for the Double Degree and the Research Masters has been split to 
two paragraphs to clarify the regulations more. 

MSc 7.2 (new) Extracurricular 
honours programme 
for MSc SSPS students 

The students of MSc SSPS who started in AY21-22 have received the opportunity to participate in an 
extracurricular honours programme consisting of the MSc SUBLIM courses offered by SBE. The 
students will follow the extracurricular honours programme in AY22-23. Therefore, this has been 
included in the MSc EER, to be removed again with transitional regulations in AY23-24.  

MSc 8.2 Measures/sanctions in 
case of Fraud 

Added that, contrary to the UM Regulation for Fraud and Irregularities, the SBE BoE will impose 
sanctions to all students involved in a group assignment, even if only one of the students committed 
fraud. BoE has changed the order of the wording of this article slightly. 

MSc Chapter 10 Master’s thesis The Master’s Thesis Code of Practice has been adjusted to the Master’s Thesis Code of Practice 2022-
2023, as this will be updated before the next academic year, and the new Master’s Thesis Code of 
Practice 2022-2023 will apply. This document will pass the decision bodies when it is ready. 

MSc 10.2 par 5 Resit MSc Thesis Paragraph 5 of Article 10.2 the resit period has been adjusted to “the number of months as included in 
the Master’s Thesis Code of Practice 2022-2023” to remain flexible with regards to the Thesis process 
revision. EdIn is still working on a revision of the Thesis process, and will present the Master’s Thesis 
Code of Practice 2022-2023 to the decisions bodies within two months for a separate decision on the 
proposed revision. 

MSc 10.3 Combined thesis Adjusted the article to show that the students only need to successfully complete one of the Master’s 
thesis writing skills trainings, as the former wording was very confusing and not entirely accurate. 

MSc 10.6 MSc Thesis deadline  For all Master’s programmes (except for the Research Masters) the deadlines are removed and a 
referral to the Master’s Thesis Code of Practice 2022-2023 is included. EdIn is still working on a revision 



of the Thesis process, and will present the Master’s Thesis Code of Practice 2022-2023 to the decisions 
bodies within two months for a separate decision on the proposed revision. 

MSc 10.8 Personal 
Circumstances and the 
Master’s thesis 
deadline 

Students who face personal circumstances will first participate in the resit period of the Master’s thesis 
before a postponement of the deadline is given. The title and content of this article (based on an 
“extension”) is therefore misleading. Therefore, the article has been extended, including the effect of 
participating in the resit period of the Master’s thesis based on personal circumstances on a possible 
(Summa) Cum Laude.  

MSc 12.5 (Summa) Cum Laude For some DD programmes, on the SBE transcript there are numeric grades for only 43.0 ECTS credits as 
13.0 ECTS credits are listed as pass/fail and 4.0 ECTS credits for the Thesis writing skill are listed as a 
pass/fail. The minimum of 47.0 ECTS credits to determine the (Summa) Cum Laude is therefore not 
possible. Therefore, the article is adjusted to base the (Summa) Cum Laude on all remaining numeric 
grades besides the passes.  

MSc 13.2 Subjects of Appeal Removed the double mentioning of decisions made by the BoE. 

MSc 14.3 – 
14.16 

Master’s exam in the 
specific programmes 

- For each programme the learning goals have been included. 
- For several programmes the content has been updated or more clearly worded, these are not 

changes in content. 
- The Master’s exam of the MSc SSPS has been added. 

MSc 15.2 Approval composition 
of DD MSc programme 

Paragraph 1 has been removed, as it states that the BoE approves the composition of the DD, which 
not applicable, as the composition of the DD is already set in the contract with the partner university.

15.6.G.2 

DD LUISS – MSc IB 
Strategic Marketing 

The DD with LUISS and MSc IB Strategic Marketing has been added.

This was already the case, even though 
it was not part of the EER. 

MSc 1.4.6 Language proficiency The English proficiency scores are streamlined with the information on the website. 
The diploma for an International or European Baccalaureate is specified to be with English as a first 
language. 

MSc 1.4.7.L Admissions SSPS The admission requirements of SSPS are included in the admissions chapter. 

MSc 3.1 Learning Goals The learning goals have been streamlined with the BSc-EER and the specific learning goals per 
programme have been added to each of the programme study outlines in Chapter XIV. 

MSc 4.3 Rules of Procedure for 
examinations 

- Paragraph 1: Only referred to the document as available on MySBE intranet. 
- Paragraph 3: added to streamline with the BSc-EER. 

MSc 4.10 - 4.17  Moved article 4.10 to the end (4.17) and adjusted the other articles accordingly to streamline with 
the BSc-EER. 

MSc 5.2 Objection procedure This article has been generalised, pending the changes from a pilot in AY21-22. 

MSc 6.2 No registration of actual 
grades 

Rewrite of this article to eliminate any confusion between this article and the registration of “No 
Grades” on the transcript. 

MSc CH10 Master’s thesis Included the AY for the Master’s Thesis Code of Practice, so we can update this each year. 

MSc 10.2 Registration Master’s 
thesis first sit and resit 

Insertion of regulations regarding the registration for the Thesis in the Master SSPS. 

MSc 10.4 Thesis Internship 
programme 

The definition of the Thesis Internship Programme is included in this EER instead of the definition 
Thesis Internship Project. 

MSc 11.5 Certificate The PREMIUM certificate has been added to the MSc EER AY22-23 

MSc 14.1 ECTS credits The specialisations of MSc E&OR have been removed as these are not offered anymore. 

MSc 15.3 / 15.5 DD MSc IB SCM and HEC 
Liège 

Last year the DD of MSc IB SCM and HEC Liège was included in a separate article, as this DD was only 
available with a specific specialisation. However, this is also the case for several other DD’s, 
therefore, the separate article has been removed, and the content of the article has been placed in 
article 15.5 and article 15.6. 

MSc 15.5 / 15.6 DD’s MSc IB Two DD’s (with EDHEC and Queens) are available to all MSc IB programmes, the others are each 
only available to selected specialisations. The order of the DD’s has been changed to first list the two 
DD’s available to all MSc IB specialisations, then all other DD’s are listed each with the specific 
specialisation(s) included in the title and text. 



MSc 15.5.A DD EDHEC The obligation to first start your Bachelor’s exchange at EDHEC has been added for both Lille and 
Nice. 

MSc 15.6.A DD EDHEC incoming The Nice campus has been removed, as SBE does not receive students from the Nice campus. 

MSc 15.8 Global Innovation 
Challenge 

The text has been updated to an EER text with the information students require.  

MSc 16.1 Open Programme - Adjusted paragraph 4 as the BoE does not establish the requirements for the open programmes. 
- Paragraph 5 has been added in streamlining with the BSc EER.  

MSc Appendix I Transitional Regulations - The order of the transitional regulations has changed; they are ordered from old to new. 
- The transitional regulations have been updated, by removing all regulations that have expired.
